The Gods judged Athena's
gift more useful, and so the city was named Athens, with Athenaits
patroness. Ancient artists usually showed Athenawearing ahelmet and a
magic shield. Athena's chief symbol was the owl. Greece is where the first
European civilization started more than 2,000 years ago. Athens being the
cornerstone of it al is one of the world's most famous and historic cities,
and until this day, in Greece, Athensis always pronounced Athena.
